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The project team is working with the Department of Agriculture and
Fisheries to improve fish passage between School Road and Levington
Road along the M1 at Eight Mile Plains, known locally as Big Al’s brook.

New M1 on-ramp at Lexington Road

As part of this project the project team will be upgrading
the intersection of Compton Road, Logan Road and
Lexington Road at Slacks Creek. Replacing the Sports Drive
access, Lexington Road will become a new on-ramp to the
Pacific Motorway allowing safer access to the M1.
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Sports Drive on-ramp closure

Replacing the use of Sports Drive as an M1 on-ramp

with Lexington Road will allow Sports Drive to return to a
residential street. This will reduce traffic around important
local meeting places such as the Library, surrounding sports
grounds and medical facilities, returning the neighbourhood
to a local access precinct.

Smart Motorways

Smart Motorways will be installed across the Eight

Mile Plains to Daisy Hill project. Smart Motorways are
intelligent information, communication and control
systems incorporated in, and alongside the road corridor.

Combining M1 on-ramps

The project will combine and increase the length of on-ramps at both
Paradise Road and Loganlea Road. By upgrading these on-ramps
congestion will be eased and a safer entry to the M1 will be achieved.

As part of the Eight Mile Plains to Daisy Hill Project,
TMR will be constructing up to 7.5 kilometres of
dedicated cycleway infrastructure to infill the missing
V1 Veloway link between the Gateway Motorway and
existing cycleway north of Loganlea Road.
